Some spiteful orientalists by relying on the most beautiful Names
of God have raised the misconception ciaiming that the Hoiy
Qur’an comprises of a collection of scattered statements that are
juxtaposed next to each other without any order and conformity.
Deliberation and contemplation on the components of Divine
words, including the most beautiful Names of God in /Zsias of
verses, proves their strong and amazing relation to the content of
the verses.
